If you are looking for something fun to do and don't want to drive far to do it, check out Memorial  

Lutheran Church's annual strawberry festival, 4 to 7 p.m., Saturday, June 18, at the church. 

The festival features a ham and potato salad dinner with all the strawberries you can eat. (The  

congregation plans to sell more than 500 pounds of locally grown strawberries during the three hours of the 

festival.) There are activities for children and live musical entertainment.  The cost for all this? Twelve dol-

lars for adults and $5 for children ages 4 through 12. Children under 4 eat for free. 

The festival, which started as a potluck in 1883 and grew to become a community affair and reunion for 

many who attend, has always featured strawberries because they were among the primary crops in the Afton 

area. The Afton Apple Orchard in Denmark Township, just south of Afton, will again supply the berries for 

this year's festival.
